On Thursday, January 3rd, Iowa’s pro-life advocates will again have the unique opportu-
nity to make their voices heard nation-wide.  That evening, both the Democratic and Republi-
can parties of Iowa will hold the first-in-the-nation caucuses and presidential straw poll.  The 
results of the Iowa caucuses will have a major impact on setting the course in determining who 
will be each party’s presidential nominee and what values they carry with them in the party 
platforms. 

At the caucuses, participants will hear short advocacy presentations from representa-
tives of the various presidential candidates; participate in a presidential straw poll (the results 
of which will be monitored and analyzed around the world); and vote on critical platform 
“planks” put forward by any of the local precinct caucus-goers. 

The caucuses are set to begin at 7:00 p.m., on January 3rd.  All Iowans who will be at 
least 18 years of age by November 4, 2008 (election day) are welcome to participate in either 
one of the party’s caucuses.  If you are not already a registered voter or affiliated with the party 
whose caucus you attend, you can register with that party at the site of your caucus. 
 Dubuque County Democrats will meet by precinct at various smaller locations around 
the county. Republicans will caucus in larger groups at three locations: Senior High School and 
Eleanor Roosevelt Middle School in Dubuque and Royal Lanes in Dyersville.  To find your 
precinct number and caucus location, you can go to the websites, for Democrats: dbqdemoc-
rats.org  (or call 557-1007): for Republicans: dubuquecountygop.org (or call 557-2345). 

All our friends of the right to life movement should know just how important it is that 
we take full advantage of our chance to play a significant role in charting the course for our 
country, hopefully in a life-affirming way, for the next four to eight years.  Remember that it is 
the President that nominates justices to the Supreme Court.  We strongly encourage you to 
get out to your precinct caucuses on the third of January. Don’t forget to encourage your 
college student who will be home for Christmas to go with you.
