The first birth control pill was approved by the &AIn 1960. It was made using t

hormone estrogen, which tricked the woman!s bodg thinking it was pregnant.

Therefore, no egg would be released, preventingofiportunity for conception. Th
high estrogen levels caused blood clots, heartksdtand strokes so the manufactu
lowered the levels and added progesterone. Wiehldtver levels of estrogen, eg
sometimes get released and pregnancy results.eflesgne makes the uterine wall
hospitable to implantation by an embryo, causinganty abortion.
