Let your principal know that you do 

not want to see Planned Parenthood speakers or  

materials in your school!

Use of human embryos for medical experiments that would harm or kill them (embryonic stem cell  

 research). 

  2. Legislation that would make sex-education an optional program based on parental consent rather than  

 state-mandate. 

  3. The establishment of school-based health clinics that dispense birth control and refer for abortion. 

  4. Legislation that would allow assisted suicide/physician-assisted ñright to dieò. 

  5. Parental notification for abortions by minors. 

  6. Parental consent for abortions by minors. 

  7. The Womenôs Right to Know legislation the purpose of which is to insure that any woman considering an 

 abortion is provided full information on the development of the unborn child, alternatives to abortion, me 

 dical risks of abortion, and assistance available. 

  8. Conscience ClauseðLegislation to grant pharmacists the right to refuse to dispense drugs which cause or 

 induce abortion, infanticide, euthanasia or to assist with suicide. 

  9. The Freedom of Choice Act, which would make abortion-on-demand the law.  

10. Laws, such as the Freedom of Access to Clinic Entrances (FACE) that target only one group (i.e., pro-life 

 groups) for federal offenses. 

11. Prohibition of abortion except if the baby was conceived through rape or incest. 

12. Prohibition of abortion except to save the life of the mother. 

13. Over the counter access to the morning-after-pill.  

14. The provision of prescriptions for the ñabortion pillò, RU486. 

15. Laws that mandate that insurers provide coverage for abortions. 

16. A bill that would allow insurers to refuse coverage for abortions.  

17. Confidential statistical reporting of abortion to include the following: 

 A) Cause of spontaneous abortion (if known) 

 B) Type of procedure used if induced (e.g. D&C, RU486, D&E) 

 C) Complications, if any 

 D) County of residence 

18. Taxpayer funding of surgical abortions or abortion-causing drugs such as RU-486 no matter what the  

 circumstances. 

19. Taxpayer funding of organizations that promote, perform, counsel or refer for abortions. 

20. Taxpayer funding of embryonic stem cell research.
