On the activism front, we still need you to contact your 

legislators to voice your opposition to the pro-choice bills 

that will be introduced when the new Congress convenes 

in January. Here are a few to focus on: 

 

Freedom of Choice ActðThis will overturn most if not 

all state and federal pro-life legislation including the   

federal ban on partial-birth abortion, parental involvement 

laws, informed consent laws, and restrictions on taxpayer   

funding for abortion. It would effectively roll back all pro

-life progress made in recent years. 

 

Prevention First ActðThis bill provides support to the 

abortion industry and abortion advocates by increasing 

Title X funding which is a key funding source for Planned 

Parenthood. It also includes an advertising campaign for 

the morning after pill, a contraceptive mandate for       

religious hospitals, and it guts abstinence until marriage 

education.  

 

An Appropriations Bill for Fiscal Year 2009 still needs 

to be passed, and it is anticipated that millions of dollars 

of taxpayer funding for abortions will attempt to be     

included in the bill.

Planned Parenthood Accused of Overcharging Govt by Millions, Probe Sought (LifeNews.com, Sept. 29, 2008)                  
The head of a pro-life philanthropic firm is calling for a federal government probe of Planned Parenthood. The call for an 
investigation comes after Planned Parenthood affiliates in California were accused of overcharging the state by millions 
for birth control. The accusation came in March, when P. Victor Gonzalez, a former Planned Parenthood official, filed a 
lawsuit against its affiliates in California saying they overcharged the state hundreds of millions of dollars on birth      
control.  

Abortions Rise at Washington Planned Parenthood Despite Fewer Pregnancies (LifeNews.com, Nov. 18 , 2008) 
Abortions are on the rise at Planned Parenthood of Western Washington (PPWW) even though the abortion business 
saw fewer pregnant women visited its centers last year. PPWWôs new annual report also shows the percentage of       
pregnancies ending in abortion has increased threefold since 2004. The PPWW annual report indicates abortions      
actually rose 16 percent from 7,790 in 2006 to 9,059 in 2007.  

Black Women Have Higher Premature Birth Rates From Having More Abortions (LifeNews.com, Dec. 2, 2008)  
A new research paper finds African-American women are at risk for higher rates of premature and extremely premature 
birth because they tend to have abortions at higher rates than women of other ethnicity. Canadian researcher Brent 
Rooney and colleagues published the results in the Journal of American Physicians and Surgeons. They say abortion is 
the ñprobable causeò of the high pre-term birth among black women because a prior induced abortion increases the risk 
of premature birth. While black women represent 12.5% of American females, they have 38.2% of all abortions.  

Planned Parenthood Issues Christmas Gift Certificates: Give the Gift of Abortion (LifeNews.com, Nov. 25, 2008)  
In what could easily become the most offensive Christmas offer ever a Planned Parenthood affiliate is offering       
Christmas gift certificates. Purchasers can use them to give the gift of abortion even though the group claims thatôs not 
its purpose or intent. The gift certificates can be purchased in increments of $25 online at the groupôs website or for any 
amount at some of PPINôs 35 statewide facilities. While PPIN President and CEO Betty Cockrum says they can be    
redeemed for contraception, birth control and legitimate medical services like breast exams and Pap tests, they can also 
be used to pay for abortions. ñPlease join Planned Parenthood of Indiana and give the gift of health this holiday season,ò 
she adds.
