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 For years, I had heard about 

the March for Life that is held every 

year in Washington DC on the      

anniversary of the Roe V Wade    

decision. My wife had attended    

before we were married, and told me 

what an amazing experience it was. 

The closest that I had come to       

participating in something on such a 

grand scale was a rally and march around the State    

Capitol in Sacramento, CA, and a rally and march around 

the courthouse in my hometown county in Wisconsin. I 

thought marching with dozens of pro-lifers was a       

powerful statement, but it sure pales in comparison to the 

400,000 that I marched with in our Nation’s Capitol in 

January.  

 

I never thought I would have the chance to go, but I was 

so excited when I learned that Dubuque County Right to 

Life charters buses with pro-life pilgrims of all ages to go 

each year. I had the pleasure of traveling with a busload 

of mostly eighth grade students, some college students, 

chaperones, and my oldest son. In addition to all the    

activities, it was great father-son bonding. 

 

Marian Bourek, Martha Schmid, and team put in       

countless hours organizing meetings, fundraisers, hotel 

accommodations, bus reservations, and activities while in 

Washington. It was certainly a powerful image to have 

seven buses with nearly 400 pilgrims pull up to our hotel. 

 

 

What I will take away from the trip is the 16,000 who    

attended the Mass at the Basilica of the National Shrine of 

the Immaculate Conception, the hundreds of clergy that 

walked past me during the recessional, and of course, 

marching with 400,000 past the Capitol and ending at the 

Supreme Court.  I admit that I choked up with emotion 

when I saw a sea of fellow pilgrims enveloping the      

entirety of Constitution Avenue, both in front and behind 

me. The most important image was the overwhelming 

percentage of youth that were there, and that should give 

all of us hope for the future.  

 

On the same day that we were marching in Washington 

DC, an equally important and impressive demonstration 

took place on the streets of Dubuque. Approximately 100 

men, women, and children attended a rally and           

demonstration outside Planned Parenthood during the 

lunch hour. Thanks go out to Ellen Markham, Jackie 

Crimmins, Ken and Bev Petty, Maureen Ward, Art      

Gilloon, Lou Ann Switzer, Dave Larson, Laura Dolehide, 

John Lukasik, and Cornerstone Ministries for your effort. 

 

Finally, let me thank Steve Fuerst and the Knights of   

Columbus for the success of our Walk for Life on January 

17th, Tim Duggan, Tom Lang, and the Catholic churches 

that participated in the Novena of Masses, and the twelve 

Dubuque cross-denominational churches that observed 

Sanctity of Human Life Sunday on January 18th.
