EMBRYONIC STEM CELL RESEARCH : On March 9, 2009, President Obama signed an Executive Order reversing the
federal funding restrictions on Embryonic Stem Cell Research that was put in place by President Bush in 2001. Here are
news items from the past several months to prove that the destruction of human life is completely unnecessary:

Stem Cells in Babyés Own Amniotic Fluid Used to Hel p H
2008) A team of researchers at the Wake Forest University in North Carolina has extracted stem cells from amniotic
fluid that have been found able to grow new organ tissue. Similar to embryonic stem cells, AFS cells, like those derived
from umbilical cord blood, are dApluripotento, meaning
types of mature tissues while avoiding not only the killing of embryonic human beings to obtain them, but also the
problem of tumor formation immune system rejection.

Scientific Breakthrough! No embryonic stem cells needed (World Net Daily, August 22, 2008) The argument for
embryonic stem cells as the potential solution for a vast array of human diseases has taken another significant hit with
the successful testing of an adult stem cell that can match tissues in the heart, lung, liver, pancreas, blood vessels,
brain, muscle, bone and fat. The San Francisco research and development company Medistem Inc. says its newest
tests reveal the cell can regenerate failed blood vessels, allowing a restoration of health in limbs once given no
alternative but amputation.

Ethical Embryonic Stem Cell Research Alternative Crosses Another Hurdle (LifeNews.com, Sept. 26, 2008)

An alternative to embryonic stem cell research that pro-life advocates have hailed as ethical has passed another hurdle
in its effectiveness. Scientists first created IPS cells less than a year ago and they excited pro-life groups because the
direct reprogramming process to create them doesndt de
| PSC6s (induced pluripotent stem cells) overcome one d
adult stem cells into an embryonic-like state without forming tumors.

Researchers See Adult Stem Cell Progress: They Self  -Renew, Repair Tissue (LifeNews.com, Dec. 15, 2008)

Two groups of researchers have made more progress with the use of adult stem cell cellsd showing they are both more
ethical and more effective than their embryonic counterparts. In this latest find, they demonstrated that adult stem cells
can self renew and repair tissue damage. Stanford University scientists issued a report at the 48th annual meeting of the
American Society for Cell Biology (ASCB). They transplanted the skeletal adult muscle stem cells into special immune-
suppressed mice whose muscle satellite cells had been wiped out in a hind limb by irradiation. The stem cells restored
lost function to mice with hind limb muscle tissue damage.

Scientists Stildl Candt Solve Cancer I ssues With Embryo
In just a matter of weeks, Barack Obama may force Americans to spend millions for unproved embryonic stem cell
research. Yet, scientists admit they are having significant problems overcoming one of the major hurdles that may
prevent the cells from helping human patients. While adult stem cells have helped patients with a wide range of dozens
of diseases and conditions, embryonic stem cells have yet to help one patient and have had problems in animals. One
major problem is that they tend to form cancerous cells or tumors after they are injectedd and scientists have yet to stop

that from happening.
