Utah Governor Signs Three Pro -Life Bills to Limit Abortions, Law Firm Will Help (LifeNews.com, Mar. 23, 2009)  
Utah Governor Jon Huntsman, Jr., signed three pro-life bills to help limit abortions in the state. They provide new       
protections for unborn children, require abortion practitioners to provide women with certain information, and establish a 
fund for defense of a future bill to ban abortions. The first measure, HB90, makes second trimester abortions illegal and 
ups the penalty for doing an illegal later-term abortion to a second degree felony from a third degree felony. HB222 is a 
bill to allow women to know about the pain an abortion will cause to their unborn child. The final bill, HB114, would    
create a legal defense fund that private citizens could donate to in order to defend an abortion ban they expect to      
receive approval of by 2014.  

Abortion Business Owner Heads to Prison for Six Years for Unlicensed Abortions (LifeNews.com, Apr. 27, 2009) 
The owner of a chain of abortion centers in California has been sentenced on a second set of charges that she          
performed abortions without a medical license. With the abortion practitioners her centers hired having their own legal 
problems, Bertha Pinedo Bugarin, 48, took it upon herself to do abortions. Bugarin was accused of putting more than a 
dozen patients at risk by doing abortions on them or giving them the dangerous RU 486 abortion drug without having 
medical training. She was sentenced in San Diego County on Friday to 6 years, 8 months on nine felony counts of doing      
abortions without a medical license. 

North Dakota Governor Hoeven Signs Pro -Life Bills on Abortion, Ultrasound (LifeNews.com, May 12, 2009) . 
North Dakota Gov. John Hoeven has signed a couple of pro-life bills into law, including one that would allow mothers to 
see an ultrasound of her unborn child prior to an abortion. The other measure requires the lone abortion center in the 
state to tell women considering an abortion that it will destroy the life of an unborn child, a unique human being.  

Virginia Planned Parenthood Abortion Business Closes Center in Lynchburg (LifeNews.com, Apr. 29, 2009)  
The Planned Parenthood abortion business in Virginia has closed its center in Lynchburg, which did not do abortions but 
made referrals for them. The facility is the latest Planned Parenthood center to close as officials say the economic 
downturn is costing it donations and driving up costs (This is another facility similar in operations to Dubuque). 

Minnesota Governor Pawlenty Signs Bill to Ban Taxpayer Funding of Human Cloning (LifeNews.com, May 18, 
2009). With the University of Minnesota reportedly pursuing human cloning for research purposes, Gov. Tim Pawlenty 
this weekend signed a bill that would ban taxpayer funding of the grisly practice. Signing the bill is the Minnesota      
governorôs latest move that has earned him respect with the pro-life community.  

Arizona Gov. Jan Brewer Drops Planned Parenthood Abortion Biz From Health Fair (LifeNews.com, May 19, 
2009). Arizona Gov. Jan Brewer has officially dropped Planned Parenthood from a health fair that her administration is 
sponsoring. The move has upset officials with the abortion business, but won her praise from pro-life advocates who say 
Brewer is quickly becoming a better governor than pro-abortion Janet Napolitano. Planned Parenthood Arizona had  
requested to be a participant in this yearôs Womenôs Health Expo, a one-day event at two locations in Maricopa County 
that featured community groups with booths and information. The governorôs Office of Children, Youth and Families  
coordinated the event, which saw the participation of more than 60 organizations, except Planned Parenthood. Brewerôs 
office reportedly rejected its request to be involved.
