Have 

you looked online? August marked the 

unveiling of Phase II of our              

information and education campaign 

against Planned Parenthood in        

Dubuque. Thanks to the support of our 

faithful members, Dubuque County 

Right to Life, Inc. raised the necessary 

expenditures to launch specific, fact-based messaging to 

our community.  

 

First, yard signs popped up. Then newspaper ads  

appeared.  Next, it was digital and stationary billboards. 

This was followed by radio spots. At the same time, a 

brand new website appeared, chock full of important facts 

and information (www.protestplannedparenthood.org). 

The response has been wonderful, and I have received 

inquiries from across the country on our efforts, along 

with prayers for success. It is gratifying to know that what 

we are doing in this little part of the country is being 

watched from sea to shining sea.  

 

Planned Parenthood CEO Joe Lock was quick to boast 

that they have received approximately 700 customers to 

their facility. But if you closely examine that number, it’s 

not very impressive. How many came in for free services, 

and nothing more? How many were repeat customers? 

This number averages about 3 customers per day, hardly 

sustainable for any business to stay open, let alone the 

largest abortion provider in the country.   

Knowing that this is not sustainable, Planned Parenthood 

has announced its next target…..the Dubuque Community 

School District. In a scathing letter appearing in the   

Telegraph Herald, it was declared that the sex education 

curriculum must be changed ―without further delay‖. 

Why? To expose more children to human sexuality at an 

earlier age, to encourage curiosity and experimentation, 

and to further build a client base for their ―services‖.  If 

you are appalled at this next assault, do something about 

it. You have the right to request a copy of the sex        

education curriculum taught in your child’s school, and 

you have the right to object to any attempt by Planned 

Parenthood to infiltrate your schools.
