Although the United States is now led 

by the most pro-abortion President in 

history, and appointing officials to 

influential positions to further promote 

abortion, there has been several      

national polls released that show a 

growing trend toward embracing the 

pro-life position. In fact, some have 

actually indicated a pro-life majority, 

which has not been seen in memory.  

 

One of the first tasks I sought as Executive Director was 

to reach out and meet with pastors from several churches 

in Dubuque, to see if we could work together on          

promoting the sanctity of life. I was encouraged by the 

majority of my visits, and it bore fruit by the number of 

churches that participated in Sanctity of Life Sunday   

services back in January.  

 

What I was not prepared for was hearing from some 

church leaders who did not share our concern for the 

sanctity of life. One pastor of a major church in town did 

not consider a baby to be a baby until birth.   Before then, 

it was just ña developing fetusò. Another church advised 

that their ñdiscipline differed from our point of viewò. I 

found this shocking, because I honestly believed that as 

moral leaders in their church, they would teach the    

sanctity of life to their congregations. Iôm sure this would 

explain why many churchgoers do not consider         

themselves pro-life. If the pastor, priest, or rabbi does not 

consider it important, why should I?  

Take for example a story that ran October 2nd from 

LifeNews.com. A coalition of mainline Protestant church 

clergy authored a letter to members of Congress asking 

them to make certain the health care bills they are       

considering contain taxpayer funding for abortions. The 

letter was endorsed by more than 1,100 pastors and 

church staff. The letter calls abortion a ñmorally          

justifiable decisionò and opposed any amendments to the 

House and Senate bills to strike taxpayer funding. The 

author of the letter stated that she didnôt want more     

abortion funding bans in place and complained that     

additional restrictions on abortion funding constitute a 

ñserious moral injusticeò.  

 

The denomination of clergy endorsing this letter include 

the American Baptist Churches, Church of the Brethren, 

Evangelical Lutheran Church in America, Presbyterian 

Church (U.S.A.), United Church of Christ, United     

Methodist Church, Jewish Reconstructionist Federation, 

Unitarian Universalist Association, United Synagogue for 

Conservative Judaism, and others. 

 

If you attend church that is connected with these          

denominations, ask your pastor why they do not support 

the sanctity of life, and how the killing of the unborn does 

not conflict with Biblical teachings and truths. We need to 

be in prayer for the conversion of these church leaders to 

the pro-life cause. If they will preach the importance of 

respecting unborn life to their congregations, we will  

continue to bring the darkness into the light, and be one

The figures come as Planned 
Parenthood, the nationôs largest abortion business, increases its number of abortion facilities. The Center for    
Reproductive Rights released the results of a study it conducted saying the number of abortion businesses and 
abortion practitioners has decreased by 25 percent since the 1990ôs.

It is 

published by Life Decisions International (LDI) after thorough investigation of the companies and confirmation that 

they have in fact funded PP.
