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FROM THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S DESK—STEVEN BRODY 

As 2009 draws to a close, we have so 

much to celebrate. Our family has  

accomplished so much this year in a 

w o n d e r f u l  d e m o n s t r a t i o n  o f            

fellowship, commitment, dedication, 

and faith to a cause that is just, right, 

and true. I would like to take this time 

to reflect on what we did together over 

the past twelve months. 

 

The year started with our faithful prayerful protestors 

continuing their vigil outside Planned Parenthood through 

all kinds of weather conditions. We gathered in the cold at  

Washington Park for our annual Walk for Life and then 

warmed ourselves at  the chili luncheon at the KC Hall.  

 

For the first time, a Novena of Masses for the Unborn was 

held. For nine days, a different church conducted Mass, 

and Divine Word College held one each day. Also for the 

first time, Sanctity of Life Sunday was recognized in 

twelve Protestant churches around Dubuque.  

 

That same week, seven busloads of pilgrims headed to 

Washington DC and were part of 400,000 standing for the 

unborn at the 36th March for Life, two days after our new 

President was sworn into office.  

 

As winter gave way to spring, Archbishop Hanus gave the 

homily at the Day of the Unborn in March, and Operation 

Rescue President Troy Newman visited Dubuque in April 

to headline our annual L.I.F.E. Dinner.  

Mother’s Day Roses in May, Father’s Day Coffee in June, 

and our Dubuque County Fair booth in July were   

successful as always. We also hosted a reception for the 

Crossroads Walkers, a group of young men and women 

walking across America sharing the pro-life message.  

     

August marked the one-year anniversary of Planned  

Parenthood in Dubuque, and we unveiled our fact-based, 

hard-hitting, multimedia educational campaign, consisting 

of yard signs, billboards, radio and newspaper              

advertising. Our second annual Mass for Life and        

Procession to the Memorial of the Unborn was hugely 

attended.  

 

Respect Life Month in October will go down as one of 

our most memorable. Our Life Chain saw approximately 

250 holding signs along US 20, Life Saver Lollipops were 

a hit, and pro-life heroine Lila Rose came to Dubuque to 

visit with peers in area middle schools, high schools, and 

colleges.   

 

We spread our message at various venues, and our 

monthly meetings educated members on picketing,      pro

-life 101, stem cell research, partial birth abortion, and a 

viewing of ―Maafa 21.‖ 

 

As we welcome Liz Cushman and Bill Frye to the Board 

of Directors, I want to express my heartfelt thanks to   

everyone who has played a role in our success this year.
