January 22nd marks the 37th Anniversary of Roe V.
Wade and there will be events taking place in the area to
mark this anniversary. The Walk for Life will be on
Saturday, January 16th, a Novena of Masses will be in
Dubuque area Catholic churches from January 13-21st,
and Sanctity of Life Sunday services will be in Dubuque
area non-denominational churches on Sunday, January
17th. Additional information on these events are included
in this newsletter. This is on top of the annual pilgrimage
to Washington, DC for the March for Life.

On the activism front, we still need you to contact your
legislators to voice your opposition to any health care bill
that includes public funding for abortions, restrictions on
conscience protections, and end-of-life mandates. In
addition, here are a couple of other pieces of legislation to
watch:

S.487. Federal funding for embryo-destructive stem
cell research (original Sponsor—Tom Harkin (IA)—
This bill would mandate federal funding of the type of
stem cell research that requires the killing of human
embryos in order to harvest their stem cells.

H.R. 708. Prohibition on funding overseas abortion-
promoting organizations (Mexico City Policy)
(original sponsor—Christopher Smith (NJ)—This bill
would prohibit U.S. foreign aid funds from going to
organizations that perform or actively promote abortion as
a method of family planning overseas. This bill would
restore the substance of the “Mexico City Policy” which
was overturned by President Obama on January 23, 2009.

An Appropriations Bill for Fiscal Year 2010 still needs
to be passed, and it is anticipated that millions of dollars
of taxpayer funding for abortions will attempt to be
included in the bill.

Ambulance Rushes Third Planned Parenthood Abortion Patient to the Hospital (Christian News Wire,
October 6, 2009) A Planned Parenthood abortion patient was rushed to the hospital by ambulance on Saturday
morning, October 3, 2009, according to eyewitnesses who photographed the incident. This is the third reported
emergency transport from a Southern California Planned Parenthood abortion clinic within the past three weeks.
Two similar incidents occurred at the Planned Parenthood in Orange, California, on September 16 and 26.

YWCA Misinforms Raped Inmate About Adoption, Pays for Coerced Abortion (LifeNews.com, October 5,
2009) The case of a raped inmate in Kansas who was coerced into an abortion and taken to a Planned
Parenthood center is generating criticism of Kansas corrections officials. But it is also implicating the YWCA,
which appears to have misled the woman and arranged her abortion. According to the Topeka Capital Journal,
YWCA domestic abuse advocates misinformed her about open adoption law in Kansas. Instead, they purchased
an abortion and accompanied her to the Planned Parenthood for it.

New CDC Report Shows Abortion and Pregnancy Rates Dropping to Historic Lows (LifeNews.com,
October 15, 2009) A new report released from the Centers for Disease Control shows the number of abortions,
the abortion rate and the pregnancy rate all declining from the period 1990-2005. The new CDC National Vital
Statistics Report shows there were an estimated 6,408,000 pregnancies in the US in 2005. That number includes
4.14 million live births, 1.21 induced abortions, and 1.06 million miscarriages or other fetal losses.

Planned Parenthood of Minnesota North, South Dakota Makes Record Abortion Profit (LifeNews.com,
November 17, 2009) A new annual report issued from Planned Parenthood of Minnesota, North Dakota, and
South Dakota shows the abortion business turned a record profit in 2008. Total revenues from 2007 to 2008 rose
nearly 11 percent as Planned Parenthood raked in almost $3 million more. Total revenues rose 10.8% to
$27,328,000, and total revenues from government funds increased 21% to $5,268,000.
