You know you are having an impact 

when anonymous phone calls are 

made after hours and on the weekend 

uttering threats and calling names. 

We have indeed been the recipient of 

these calls. The humorous part is 

when the caller alleges that we are 

not ―pro-life‖ but only ―anti-

abortion.‖ It’s not our fault that the 

news of the day or certain tenants in town happen to focus 

on the abortion issue, and so we must respond, even 

though we are concerned with all life issues from concep-

tion to natural death. 

 

For years, the other side has been referred to as ―pro-

choice.‖ This is because they believe it is a woman’s 

choice to carry the baby to term or kill it by abortion. But 

as far as this segment of the population is concerned, 

there really is no ―choice.‖ This is backed up by so much 

evidence that I have decided to no longer refer to them as 

―pro-choice,‖ but instead as ―pro-abortion.‖ Here are just 

a few examples to prove my point: 

 

Many grassroots citizens across the country have 

launched personhood movements to attach rights to the 

unborn and to give people the opportunity to vote on it. 

The pro-abortion side is obviously not confident that the 

voters would side with them, so they have decided to  

initiate lawsuits to block and prevent the voters from  

having the choice to vote yes or no.  

I recently attended a rally in Madison, WI to oppose the 

planned launch of a second-trimester abortion facility at 

the Madison Surgery Center. Hundreds of men, women, 

and children were in attendance. Then the pro-abortion 

side showed up in an effort to disrupt the rally. They got 

as close as possible to the speakers, held signs that said 

―Abortion is healthcare,‖ and shouted chants like ―pro-

choice is here to stay.‖ As soon as the police showed up, 

they dispersed and later confronted us on a street corner. 

They wanted to deny us our First Amendment choice to 

assemble and the choice to speak for those who cannot 

speak. 

 

The recent Super Bowl ad involving Heisman Trophy 

quarterback Tim Tebow and his mother took the prize. 

Without even knowing what was going to be said, the pro

-abortion side tried to exert pressure on CBS to pull the 

ad. They were so afraid that a pro-life ad would air during 

the Super Bowl that they tried to do everything in their 

power to block it and prevent the American people the 

choice of watching it or changing the channel. In the end, 

the ad never mentioned the word ―abortion‖ and the pro-

abortion side looked like fools. 

 

If you believe the same way I do, then drop ―pro-choice‖ 

from your vocabulary and replace it honestly with ―pro-

abortion.‖ Honest comparisons, honest vocabulary, and 

honest intentions will always prevail. Perhaps that is why 

a majority of Americans now consider themselves ―pro-

JILL STANEK TO BE SPEAKER FOR ANNUAL LIFE DINNER

 We are pleased to announce that Jill Stanek will be our guest 

speaker at our annual L.I.F.E. Dinner, Friday, April 16.  

 Jill was a registered nurse in the Labor & Delivery Department at 

Christ Hospital in Oak Lawn, IL. She discovered not only were  

abortions being committed there, but babies who survived abortions and 

were born alive were left to die without medical care. 

 When hospital leaders said that they would not stop, Jill went  

public and has become a national figure in the effort to protect both born 

and pre-born infants. Jill remained at the hospital fighting the fight from 

the inside, until she was terminated in 2001 for reasons related to her  

public outspokenness to its abortion practices.  

 On August 5, 2002, President George W. Bush invited Jill to his 

signing of the Born Alive Infants Protection Act, which protects live 

aborted children from infanticide. Jill was honored to be publicly thanked 

for her help with the bill by the President during his speech. On November 

5, 2003, President Bush invited Jill to his signing of the Partial Birth Abortion Ban, which protects  

partially delivered babies from being killed by abortion.  

 In January 2003, World Magazine named Jill as one of the 30 most prominent pro-life leaders in 

the movement over the past 30 years.  

 Jill writes on pro-life issues as a weekly columnist for WorldNetDaily.com, rated the #1  

independent Internet news site. Jill also oversees her own blog, jillstanek.com, the top ranking pro-life 

blog in the U.S.
